Dear Parent/Carer,

distancing is not possible, for example in corridors or communal areas.  These changes are 
outlined on our most up to date risk assessment which can be accessed from the school 
website.  
 
May I take this opportunity to remind you of the importance of regular testing in helping to 
manage the spread of the virus and to ask you to encourage your child to test themselves 
twice weekly.
